Background
International medical care is a key development project of foreign policy,
and the transfer of services is an important factor contributing to
internationalization.
Purpose
In response to the increasing demand for international medical transfer,
the transfer nurses play an indispensable role. In addition to the full
participation in the task, they must also have acute and serious experience,
equipment and equipment knowledge and communication and
coordination skills, so that the injured can return to the country safely.
Methods
The transfer caregiver is required to receive flight safety, transfer
specifications, cockpit medical resources, airworthiness application,
aviation physiology and air emergency ambulance each year; the drill
operation is for medical special machine patient loading and unloading

operations, special medical equipment operation and cabin emergency



program.
Results

The transfer nurse is a core member of the international medical transfer
team. It usually trains emergency care unit nurses. In addition to providing
care needs during the voyage, it is necessary to understand the operating
procedures, provide the required documents and prepare the medical
instrument airworthiness information. Professionalism and autonomy.
Conclusions

At present, a small number of nurses are transferred to full-time, and it is
not easy to dispatch them once they are urgently tasked. In view of this, it
is recommended that the government or hospital should actively invest in
personnel training, encourage nurses with acute clinical experience to
participate in the training, and give certain compensation to avoid the

dilemma of lack of manpower.
